(www.cleantech-partners.net) which is a consortium of Singapore-
based clean technology companies, is to be built as an eco-
industrial development zone, and adds Hangzhou City in China’s
Zhejiang Province to the international map of innovative green
township development. The HSEP utilises clean technology and
green strategies for energy generation, water management, waste
and by-products exchanges, transportation and green buildings to
enhance the competitiveness of businesses.
