According to the WTO, Lao PDR has been the 2nd fastest growing 
country in ASEAN over the last 4 years, clocking an annual average 
GDP growth rate of 7.2%, behind only Vietnam.  It is expected to 
continue growing at an average rate of 7.4% over the next 2 years. In 
a process of reform starting from 1989 and an ASEAN member since 
1997, Lao PDR is increasingly becoming an attractive economy, 
adopting an open door policy for foreign investors. Lao PDR offers an 
abundance of land, energy and natural resources within a climate of 
political stability. In particular, economic growth has been driven by 
the agro-commodities, mining, hydropower, and the textiles sector. 
Singapore is Lao PDR’s 10th largest investor between 2000 and 2008, 
with total trade between the 2 countries amounting to S$37.1 million 
in 2008.
